In 1989,when I moved to Pittsburgh,little
did I know where one phone call to
NCJW would lead! 
Having been a member of Council while
living in Washington,DC, I looked forward
to connecting with the Pittsburgh chapter
upon moving here,and my call to the local
office was literally one of the first I made
as a new resident of the city.

Why NCJW? Our distinctive mission has
always been of particular interest to me
because it supports my long held belief in
the imperative of improving the quality of
life for women, children and families.
NCJW has a uniquely high caliber and
intergenerational membership that knows
each other and works well together.This is
one of our organization's qualities that I
admire most,and it also translates into an
environment of sisterhood which holds a
truly special appeal for me.

When I was asked to consider becoming
president, I was of course extremely
honored, but admittedly a bit nervous
about accepting this position.But
throughout both my personal and
professional life, wonderful opportunities
with big challenges often have presented

And
through collaboration and planning with
our leadership, we have a focused,
thoughtful and inspirational Strategic Plan
to take our organization to the next level
of effectiveness.

Moving forward, our goal will be to hone
and enhance our social action and
community service projects and take our
place as a leader among organizations
which share our great mission.We will
seek collaborations and partnerships that
will make us stronger and increase our
visibility.

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House and Senate Visits 

Early Childhood Pr ograms: NCJW supports major new investments in child care.
Quality affordable child care is critical for women moving from welfare to work.
Increased work requirements must be accompanied by sufficient funding for child care.
(In the Senate:We urge you to support the Snowe Amendment which adds an
additional $6 billion for child care over five years.) Note:This passed in the Senate!

Head Star t : NCJW believes that Head Start with its proven track record should be
fully funded and maintained in its current form - as a strong federal/local partnership.
We oppose dismantling this program and turning it into a block grant.

Freedom of Choice Act : NOW supports FOCA which would protect a woman's
right to choose by restoring reproductive rights as recognized under Roe v. Wade.
FOCA is a proactive way for legislators who support a woman's right to choose to
show their support.

Religious Discrimination :NOW opposes enabling federally-funded organizations to
practice religious discrimination in hiring.Faith-based organizations that receive
government money must be held to the same civil rights standards as other social
service providers.Language that allows religious discrimination in employment must not
be included in Head Start or the Workforce Investment Act reauthorizations.

Senate Visits Onl y

UVVA: NCJW urges opposition to the Unborn Victims of Violence Act.This bill does
not focus on harm to the pregnant woman.It is designed to confer personhood on the
fetus,embryo,or zygote in violation of Roe v.Wade.Note: UVVA passed in the Senate.

Judicial Nominations : NCJW believes that only those judicial nominees who are
committed to upholding fundamental rights,including reproductive rights should be
confirmed to lifetime seats on the federal courts.We urge Senators to exercise their
constitutional obligation to "advise and consent" and carefully scrutinize each nominee.
We oppose Claude Allen,nominee to the 4th Circuit Court of Appeals,whose record
indicates hostility to the right to privacy, civil rights,and reproductive rights.

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The historic March For Women's Lives was a tremendous success.
I am pleased to report that NCJW participated in force.With blue
and green signs in tow,more than a thousand NCJW members from
all corners of the country joined one of the largest marches in
American history. I have no doubt that our collective voices were
heard.

Attended by 1.15 million pro-choice demonstrators,the march and
the rally on the National Mall provided us with two incredible
opportunities.It served as a vehicle to activate and educate our
own members,who gathered with us that day,and it also offered us
a national stage on which NCJW was a major player, shining a
spotlight on our long,proud history of working to secure and
safeguard women's right to make their own reproductive decisions.
Speaking to the masses from that stage during the Sunday morning
rally was a personal highlight for me, and a tremendous tribute to
NCJW.

NCJW was a visible presence at this historic event,but for several
months leading up to the event we were also deeply involved
behind the scenes.As a co-sponsor of the march,NCJW was active
in overall planning as well as setting forth specific plans for the
participation of NCJW sections.This work culminated with a
variety of activities.Early Sunday morning, NCJW marchers
gathered at the Capitol Reflecting Pool for a send-off.On the
evening before the march,NCJW co-sponsored a havdallah service
at the Jefferson Memorial together with the Union of Reform
Judaism and Women of Reform Judaism.

I am delighted to share with you that NCJW's participation in the
march attracted considerable media attention.In advance of the
march we received coverage in the JTA, Religion News Service, the
Forward,Washington Jewish Week,NJ Jewish News,and on Pacifica
radio. Post-march coverage has included the Associated Press,
WashingtonPost.com,the front page of the Cleveland Plain Dealer,
an Op Ed in the Forward,AOL Online News and dozens of local
publications.

Choice is not just a woman's issue. It is a privacy issue, a religious
freedom issue, and a fundamental rights issue. As section leaders

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President’s Ann ual Repor t: 2003-2004 Program Year
The 2003-2004
Program year was a
turning point for the
Pittsburgh Section of
the National Council of
Jewish Women because
several key strategies
designed to grow the
Section's Community

Service and Advocacy mission came face
to face with the practical operation of the
Section.While this report is designed to
chronicle the 2003-2004 year,there will be
overlaps from the year before as I tell the
story of the Section in terms of my two
year Presidency. Several initiatives and
plans were begun in 2002 and completed
in 2004.Some are still going on.

We left off at last year's Annual Meeting
with a new brand from our National
organization.Although the brand itself met
with some resistance nationwide, we
embraced the challenge to tell the NCJW
story, using the language and graphics
provided to us in order to make all
Sections uniform.We began to live more
practically the notion of being
compassionate, courageous and powerful.
We had always been thinkers and doers
but now we had the words and the
positioning statement that would define us
as the pioneers that we had always been.
The history of the Pittsburgh Section is a
remarkable one,and the branding language
defined each and every project we began
that meet needs in our Pittsburgh
community. We now used the words
"pioneer", "compassionate",courageous"
in our everyday language.We are proud of
ourselves.

When we left off last program year, we
had entered into a war in Iraq with a weak
and unstable economy. This year we are
still in Iraq,and a Presidential election is
coming. Changes in the economy are
encouraging but the fiscal situation in the
City of Pittsburgh is not.Federal,State,
County and City budgets are still strained,
and non-profits and social service agencies
are often called on to fill the gaps where
government can no longer assist.We are
still here,doing what we have always done.

We also left off at last year's Annual
Meeting in the midst of tremendous
internal change at Section.We were
renovating our grand old lady, Anathan
House, to bring it up to the 21st century.
We were closing in on the completion of
a Strategic Plan that would give us a
template for the next few years.We were
about to make a strategic decision
regarding our entire Retail Operation.We
had begun to reach out to surrounding
communities for membership and
volunteers.All the while, the programming
grew and the need for other projects
were on the horizon. Emphasis on
community service blended with the
imperative for advocacy and social justice
in new ways.Little did we know how much
change we would encounter in 2003-4.

ADMINISTRA TION

Last year brought us some of the biggest
changes in Section with the re-write of the
Policies and Procedures, the review of
Human Resource policies and the
remodeling of Anathan House.As Angela
Leibo wicz turned over the
Administration's reins to Am y Himmel ,
the needs of the department expanded.
Amy's able perspective and skills created a
healthy working environment for the work
ahead.Her legal expertise and knowledge
of human resources provided Section with
the ability to handle personnel issues as
well as policy for the future.

It was decided,of course, to continue the
renovation of the 2nd floor of Anathan
House.We had completed the third floor
with foundation and grant dollars,and it
was time to approach the general
membership as part of the Capital
Campaign. Foundations are always
interested in Board and Membership
participation when they are looking at
your request for their dollars for your
project.The "bricks and mortar" nature of
this project sets it apart from
programming requests for community
needs, but the need to successfully
renovate this building reached far into the
community in ways we had not
anticipated.The solicitation to the general
membership resulted in an extraordinary
response from our members.

Construction began in October 2003,and
we moved back into the 2nd floor offices
in January 2004.The Capital Campaign was
chaired by Lynne Jacobson, the design
work handled by Liz Shapir o Murph y
and Angela Leibo wicz and the project
managed by our Executive Director, Ruth
Garf inkel. It is a remarkable achievement.
It is a beautiful and functional space. It
allows us to truly look to the future.

As we plan ahead to remodel the
remaining two floors of the building,we
are always cognizant of the past and its
preservation.Estelle Kruman is a skilled
and dedicated member with a long history
with Section,and it is Estelle who carefully
and prudently selects the papers that are
more than ten years old and prepares
them for delivery to the Archive. Our
history is as important as our future,and I
thank Estelle for her work.

ORGANIZA TIONAL
DEVELOPMENT AND PLANNING

Last year's report detailed the
development of the Board Effectiveness
Initiative and the Human Resources
Committee under the direction of ODP
Vice President,Judy Vernick . This year,
Judy was joined by Lynne Garf inkel as a
co-Vice President, and together they
placed Pittsburgh Section squarely on the
cutting edge of organizational health and
viability.

Lynne Garfinkel brought her professional
expertise to the work of reviewing and
changing personnel policies and making
changes that would benefit our employees
and the Section.Addressing issues such as
vacation and time off policies and salary
ranges were challenges that she handled
with skill and tact. We were the
beneficiaries of her outstanding
professional ability to bring Section up to
standards with regard to performance
evaluations and employee relations.With
her committee, she reviewed and revised
the Section's Personnel Policies.We have
over 20 employees and it is necessary to
handle these issues appropriately.

In addition, Lynne and Judy embarked on
the process to strategically  place Section
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on a healthy and focused course. Meeting
with every Vice President and Chairs of
Projects as well as with staff and other key
volunteers,a Strategic Plan was developed
with goals encompassing public policy and
advocacy, a financial development plan,
membership and marketing,
administration,communication,leadership
development,and mission building through
community service. This plan is the
foundation upon which we will build the
next two years.

Our largest challenge in the Human
Resource arena was the selection of an
Executive Director to replace Ruth
Garfinkel when she retired.Ruth Garfinkel
was the first Executive Director hired by
Section. Starting as a paid Volunteer
Director, she moved in to the role of ED
when the position was created in 1992
following a comprehensive strategic plan.
The roles and responsibilities evolved
over the years to what they are today,and
it was with great confidence that the
Section felt it had the tools required to fill
the position.A Search Committee was
formed,chaired by Eileen Lane , and was
comprised of a cross- section of members
all committed to the same goal. No
stranger to Search Committees,Eileen
Lane brought her professional style and
valuable experience to the task at hand.
Creating high expectations at the table
made the Search Committee raise the bar
in the search for the right person.
Pittsburgh Section is fortunate to have had
Eileen chair this effort so successfully.The
committee members were Cath y
Cohen , Judy Gr eenwald Cohen ,
Kar en Egorin , Lynne Garf inkel,
Nancy Israel , Judi Kasdan, Elaine
London , Judy Vernick and Lynette
Lederman . Following strategies used in
corporate searches, the committee
expended hours in discussion with focus
groups,creation of a job description,the
application review, and preparation and
planning for interviewing.I can proudly say
that this committee examined all the
challenges of non-profit leadership and by
using cutting edge human resources
strategies ,we selected a "CEO" in the
most professional way. The selection of
Cindy Busis was the result of initiative,
leadership,communication,and teamwork,

the very same competencies required of
the new Director.

A special thank you goes out to those
members of Section who served as
"special interest" participants who were
asked to informally interview the
candidates.They are Cher yl Bra ver,
Phyllis Cohen, Robin Friedman, Janet
Fromkin, Am y Himmel, Aileen
Jubelir er, Laurie Gottlieb , Dottie
Grinberg, Lynne Siegel, Elyse
Eichner, Lynne Jacobson, Jennif er
Finkelstein, Gene Dickman, Lynn
Farber , Jackie Rosenberg, Barb
Siegel, and Sandy Cherne w. Their
participation was very important because
they would play a key role in the support
of the new Executive Director.

A final thank you is extended to Ruth
Garf inkel. Ruth was instrumental in the
implementation of many of the human
resource and organizational changes and
strides made in the years she served.The
Section was able to search for a
replacement with the standard set high.
Ruth 's professional and accomplished
tenure as Executive Director was capped
by a dignified and distinguished retirement.

FINANCE

Recognizing that it is always a challenge to
successfully manage the finances of a large
Section such as ours,we find ourselves
fortunate to have had the expertise and
skills of Judy Gr eenwald Cohen to
spearhead the job and lead the
department. Her logical approach to the
issues and the needs of the Section
enabled her to manage the finances of the
Section well.

Judy Cohen established the Finance
Committee and in that context was able
to manage Section's dollars from a
position of knowledge and strength.Facing
time and manpower challenges,she still
had a strong handle on income, expenses
and need.The Committee developed
investment policy guidelines which gave us
a solid format from which to successfully
manage our accounts,investments and
funds.She trained and oriented the Vice
Presidents in the financial issues of their

departments so that they would become
more familiar with creating and managing
their own budgets.This is always an
ongoing process but a necessary one.

Finally, the Section organized a Program
Support Committee to address all the
issues surrounding the financial obligation
assigned to Pittsburgh Section by the
national organization.This committee not
only looks at the concept and philosophy
of Program Support but actively discusses
and makes recommendations on the
assignment and the budget process in
order to maintain a healthy relationship
with National.

FUND DEVELOPMENT

Diversified approaches and new blood
infused the fund raising arm of Section.
Under the direction of Vice Presidents,
Barbara Sieg el and Dana Himmel , the
Section embarked on meeting financial
needs with fresh ideas.

We continue to rely on tried and true
methods of raising dollars.Contribution
Cards are still available to send "in honor
of” or “in memory of.” This form of
fundraising has a notable personal twist as
our Corresponding Secretary (for life),
Dottie Grinberg, writes beautiful personal
notes and hand writes your Contribution
Card as she has done for many years when
you call the office to make your
contribution.You can also buy packets of
cards to send yourself.

In addition, money from foundations,
government and others continues to be a
major source of revenue to run projects
and meet community needs. Our
Executive Director and leadership spend
an enormous amount of time to secure
significant dollars and continue the quest
for sustainable funding.

Stay at Home Ball was chaired this year by
Judi Kasdan and Elyse Eichner . Both
Past Presidents of Section,they presented
the idea to "call all angels" back to Section
to raise needed dollars.This very clever
and innovative idea,called "stay-at-home-
ball.2003 - Revisiting the Past,Envisioning
the Future"  did,indeed bring Angels back

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to Section.Angel Ball was the primary
fundraiser of NCJW from 1958 to 1970.It
was a cotillion for the daughters of
members and required volunteer service
to be presented at Angel Ball.The 2003
Stay at Home Ball brought back many
previous Angels with dollars and many
memories and memorabilia.

Derby Night in 2003 was born out of the
Golf and Tennis Tournament and its
success spawned Monte Carlo Night as
the 2004 fundraiser.Lynn Farber , Jackie
Rosenberg and Christine Stone
chaired this project to benefit the
Children's Playrooms in the Courts, and
its success was incredible. Held at the
Concordia Club in early February 2004,it
included cocktails and hors d'oeuvres,an
exciting Silent Auction, gaming that
included blackjack,poker, roulette and slot
machines,and dinner and dessert. The
Committee was large and diverse and the
effort resulted in a phenomenal bottom
line.

The success of Monte Carlo has spun new
and exciting ideas for further fundraising
for the future. Ideas such as a House and
Garden Tour are in the evaluation stage.
Engaging a cross section of members with
many different experiences is our best
strategy to build the capacity to raise
more and more money.

Finally, it is important to note the growth
of the Heritage Society.A vision of former
Executive Director, Ruth Garfinkel, and
chaired by Past President Liz Fineg old ,
this initiative has secured the future of
Pittsburgh Section through planned giving.
Launched in 2002,it has grown to 39
members and is the most meaningful of
legacies for future leadership and
membership.

RETAIL OPERA TIONS

At this time last year, we were beginning
to think about how to implement the
ideas and plans generated from the newly
formed Retail Operations Committee and
the consultant who had been hired to
make recommendations on the future of
our Retail Operation.We were struggling
with revenue losses, physical plant

problems and location issues.We had to
either close the operation or make
significant changes that would impact
Section in ways we could only imagine.

I will go through the process,the plans and
the results to date but I first must give
credit to those who made it happen.
Talented and gifted volunteers gave hours
of their time to sort through ideas,
evaluate their efficacy, and implement the
plans.This is a lot to ask of volunteers but
these women did it out of their
commitment and passion for the mission
of NCJW.Cath y Cohen is Vice President
of Retail Operations.She took charge...
took charge of the ideas and then
navigated those ideas into a workable plan.
Our success will be a direct result of her
expertise and her vision.Working with
Cathy to make this all come together
were Nancy Recht and Sandy
Cherne w.Nancy has been Chair of Retail
Operations for many years, and we
depend on her resourceful advice, her
knowledge of the industry and her
relationship with the staff.Sandy Chernew
has been able to incorporate her
commitment to the success of Designer
Days and the operation of the Thrift Shop
so that she can employ all her skills and
capabilities to the best result. Sandy is
always available, and it's a good thing.

So what did they do? What did we
accomplish? Where are we going?
Unwilling to scrap our entire Retail
Operation, and also unwilling to make
paradigm-shifting changes to Designer
Days,we embarked on some fundamental
changes nonetheless.We relocated,
changed our name, hired a Director, and
remarketed ourselves.

Council Thrift Shop was renamed
THRIFTIQUE . It was moved to the
Swissvale Shopping Center, 7400 ½
Church Street,Swissvale,PA.Section hired
Bonnie Rubin to be the first Director of
Retail Operations with responsibilities
that place her in charge of Section's entire
retail business.While the position solves
several personnel issues,it is a win-win for
Section. Bonnie's expertise and
experience in retail and her pursuit of a
Master's Degree in Non-Profit

Management at the University of
Pittsburgh make this a perfect match for
her and for us.

With the able assistance of Carol
Robinson and Goldie Ostr ow,
Thirftique got a new look and the launch
of a new marketing strategy. It is too early
to report a complete spread sheet full of
results,and too early to credit just one of
these components for the success,but I
am able to report that sales and revenues
have increased dramatically since the
move. Designer Days holds steady. We
have entered into this thoughtfully and
believe that the future is bright.

SOCIAL ACTION

This year, Kar en Egorin was Vice
President without the benefit of a Co- VP,
but no one was more prepared to take on
this task than Karen.Toward the end of
this Program Year, Social Action took on a
new and re-energized life and words like
social justice and advocacy became as
much a part of the landscape as Social
Action. Under her leadership, Section
branched out into other areas other than
the more traditional ones,and Pittsburgh
Section now is poised to focus on
advocacy issues with renewed enthusiasm.

The most visible and far reaching initiative
of Pittsburgh Section has been the Silent
Witness Initiative and its derivative
projects, AWARE and Sheila's Shawls.
Twyla Sable chairs all of these projects
and it is her commitment to educating the
public about domestic violence that makes
it so successful.The Opening Meeting of
2003, held at Magee Womens Hospital,
honored Assistant District Attorney
Christopher Connors,head of the DA's
Domestic Violence Unit.The Witnesses
were unveiled by our "voice" of the
Witnesses,WTAE-TV News Anchor Sally
Wiggin . In an emotional ceremony, Sally
spoke about her personal experience with
domestic violence for the first time in
public. Chaired by Kath y and Rachel
Arnheim , the evening included remarks
by survivor, Rebel Heasley and proved to
be a jumping off point for more events.
This May,Pittsburgh Section will be joining
the women of Beth Samuel Congregation

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to unveil six more Witnesses in the
Sewickley area.Spearheaded by members,
Susan Nitzberg and Liz Shapir o
Murph y and funded by Comcast,this
unveiling will also feature Rebel Heasley
and Allegheny County Court of Common
Pleas Administrative Judge Donna Jo
McDaniel.

The AWARE Project became more
widespread with the high profile
positioning of Silent Witness. Newly
designed posters appeared in bathrooms
of more public buildings,restaurants,
fitness clubs and houses of worship.
Sheila's Shawls,a knitting project to make
shawls, hats and gloves for domestic
violence victims and their families,grew to
include senior citizen participation at
Covenant House.We partner our projects
with Crisis Center North and
Womensplace whenever and wherever we
can.NCJW sits on the Domestic Violence
Task Force at Jewish Family and Children
Service. The Opening Meeting of
Pittsburgh Conference of Jewish Women's
Organizations highlighted the problem of
domestic violence in the Jewish
Community with Silent Witness as its
focus.We helped the YWCA organize the
March Against Violence in downtown
Pittsburgh in October.We won the V-Day
McKeesport 2004 Vagina Warrior Award
for Silent Witness.Lastly, but clearly not
the least of our domestic violence work, is
our notable collaboration with the
Women's Center and Shelter of Greater
Pittsburgh.The posters provide dedicated
numbers so we know that the posters are
a success.The knitted items are
distributed to shelter residents.Pic-A-Bag
duffel bags are given to children who enter
the shelter with their mothers.Our Suit
Yourself Project gives vouchers to Shelter
residents for clothing.We have woven a
very successful collaboration with the
Women's Center and Shelter as well as
with Crisis Center North and
Womensplace. Receiving the Shelter's Ted
Craig Humanitarian Award in May 2003
points out the ongoing relationships
organizations must have to fight the
problems associated with domestic
violence. Rounding out the Section's
domestic violence portfolio of efforts are
two upcoming projects.Pittsburgh Section

is a sponsor of the District Attorney’s
S.A.V.E. WALK, to be held on May 22,
2004. With proceeds benefiting
organizations like PAAR, Center for
Victims of Violent Crime and the Shelters,
NCJW members are invited to participate
and show their support. In addition,
Section is currently evaluating the
possibility of joining the District
Attorney's Office and the Graduate
Schools of Nursing at Duquesne and
University of Pittsburgh to administer a
program called Sexual Assault Response
Teams to assist victims of rape.The Silent
Witness Initiative proves to be a far
reaching and useful vehicle to reach all
parts of the community,and Twyla Sable,
Dena Chottiner and Karen Egorin
should be commended for their work.

And they were. It is gratifying when one is
recognized by others for the work you do.
The Pittsburgh Section was recognized by
its National Organization at Washington
Institute this past March.With 400 women
from all over the country in attendance ,
Pittsburgh Section won the ADVOCACY IN
COMMUNITY SERVICE AWARD for our
work in integrating the advocacy against
domestic violence into the Silent Witness
Initiative, the AWARE Project, and
SHEILA'S SHAWLS. Congratulations and
gratitude are extended to Karen Egorin,
Twyla Sable and Dena Chottiner.
In addition to this very important portion
of Social Action,Section has branched out
more prominently in other areas of
advocacy. Members are kept abreast of all
issues of importance to NCJW members
through the e-mail Alert. Monthly
conference calls with our State Public
Affairs Chairperson,Eleanor Le vie,
keeps us connected with the State and our
National organization and the issues and
problems about which we can do
something.Four of our members,Karen
Egorin, Joan W einbaum, Marion
Damick, Ileane Smith and Executive
Director, Cindy Busis , attended
Washington Institute in March and
participated in one of the most moving
and meaningful efforts to educate and
motivate our legislators.Sometimes
feeling it was an uphill battle, the
experience was a gratifying one. As was
the experience of our members when

they joined an estimated 1.15 million in
Washington on April 25 for the MARCH
FOR WOMENS LIVES.This nationwide
gathering sent a powerful message to
Congress that we will not tolerate the
government's attacks on the fundamental
rights of women.

Our community service projects overlap
into social action and advocacy in almost
every way. The projects begin out of
community need,and it is this advocacy
that sustains them.Section's direction in
the future may be in areas of social justice
and advocacy,a complement to our strong
and established community service. We
are committed to issues like reproductive
freedom, voter registration, domestic
violence education and eradication,and
women's health.Out of this advocacy
come projects,and so goes the mission of
NCJW.

COMMUNITY SER VICE

Community Service intersects with every
other department and is the philosophy
that drives the Section.Its work weaves
into every other department, and it is
dependent on every other department.
Robin Friedman has been the
Community Service Vice President for
several years,and under her direction,the
Community Service mission has grown
strong and stable.She will be joined by co-
Vice President Christine Stone in 2004-
2005.

The Children's Playrooms in the Courts
have grown in community visibility and
improved effectiveness in several ways.
Joan Levy has chaired the Playrooms for
many years now, and in 2004,she was
recognized as a Community Champion
and one of 7 Jefferson Award Winners by
the Pittsburgh Post Gazette and Comcast.
This prestigious award recognizes the
remarkable work done by Joan Levy and,
in turn,brings great honor and visibility to
the work of NCJW.A cadre of volunteers
joins Joan in donating hours of their time
to ‘man’ the room and assure every child a
safe and happy time while they are there.
The Rooms are under the able
supervision of Director of Children's
Playrooms Ellen Siegel. Ellen is
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responsible for three rooms in
Family/Juvenile Court, Criminal Court and
Municipal Court. While Family Court is
the only one with volunteers,Ellen has
created a functional blend of staff and
volunteers to make a successful operation.
Volunteers include college students,
teenagers in the summer and our own
members. Our Young Women's Group
provides the Rooms with new books to be
distributed to every child when he or she
leaves to go home. Critical to the success
of the Room is the concept of an Advisory
Committee whose function is to advocate
and champion the Rooms,lend support
and offer counsel.Initiated and chaired by
Lynne Siegel and Mona Strassburg er ,
the Children's Playroom Advisory
Committee has grown in size and
substance, claiming in its ranks many key
people in law, the judiciary, social service,
government,education and child care. In
addition,there is a new logo to be used on
stationery and a beautiful brochure
designed to be used for public relations
and clients.We believe the future of the
Playrooms to be secure;so secure, in fact,
that Allegheny County has approached
Section to consider running an additional
room to care for children of jurors so the
goal of a diversified jury pool is met.

Several fundamental changes occurred this
year within Community Service. As
Student Aid continued to grow under the
leadership of Nancy Israel , it became
obvious that we had to evaluate the
wisdom of coupling loans with grants to
students.The administrative toll was
enormous so the leadership of Section
agreed to phase out the loan awards over
the next few years while still collecting
existing receipts.Executive Assistant Lisa
Boehmk e spent hours of her work day
on Student Aid,and we are grateful for her
understanding of this project and for her
efforts. Our second area of change
occurred in the Oral History Project.The
Project,chaired by Marcia Frumerman
for its entire 35-year existence, is a
groundbreaking collection of over 500
taped interviews of Pittsburgh Jewish men
and women telling their stories of either
their immigration to our city or the
impact their lives had on Pittsburgh,the
United States, and abroad. NCJW

produced 2 books,2 documentary films
and a course curriculum based on these
oral histories. In September 2003,the
University of Pittsburgh Library System
recognized and honored NCJW for its 40
year partnership with its Archives of an
Industrial Society by keeping our
collection there. The Section has
discontinued interviewing and now
concentrates on the preservation of its
collection.

Our mission has taken us to many places.
The Pic-A-Bag project continued under
the leadership of Janet Kamon and Deb
Myers and reached a point of success
early on. The need continues as we
provide duffel bags filled with essentials to
Allegheny County Children, Youth and
Families,the Women's Center and Shelter
and the Homeless Children's Initiative.
We will continue to meet the need as our
leadership changes.So it also is with the
Children's Literacy project.This tutoring
program,under the chairmanship of Jan
Engelberg , provides a small number of
tutors to assist children (and teachers) at
Linden School.With the possibility to
engage more volunteers,the project will
undergo evaluation in the future with an
eye toward growth.

Another project that has been successful
on a small scale is the Services to the
Elderly Committee. Cognizant not to
duplicate services offered elsewhere in
the community,Services to the Elderly has
kept a diverse committee engaged with
programs such as Oneg Shabbat at the
Charles Morris Center, a Senior
Information Fair, and the Residential
Profile Project. Barbara Shor e has
chaired this Committee for many years,
and she is a valued volunteer and a
remarkable example of the NCJW
woman.

Pittsburgh Section values collaborations,
and in our history, we have had many
partnerships with which we can be proud.
Sharing and chairing projects with
organizations like the Junior League of
Pittsburgh, the Women's Center and
Shelter, the Board of Education and the
Urban League, just touch the surface.
Today we partner with the Jewish

Healthcare Foundation in a
groundbreaking project known as
WORKING HEARTS. Designed to
educate the community on women's heart
health and encourage women in areas of
prevention and early detection, NCJW
Pittsburgh Section has been proud to
participate in Working Hearts programs
such as our Opening Meeting,HEART
AND SOUL,and Women's Heart Day, a
national initiative brought to Pittsburgh by
Working Hearts on February 20,2004.

We are no stranger to women's health
issues.Twelve years ago, three Section
members,Laurie Moser , Pat Siger and
Eileen Lane started a new project for
Section that would bring attention to the
increasing problem of breast cancer. The
idea of a race to raise money and
awareness grew to have a life of its own
and today, the Komen Pittsburgh Race for
the Cure®, locally organized by the
National Council of Jewish Women,
engages over 700 volunteers and raised
$1.5 million last year. Jo Ann Meier is the
Executive Director and she has three staff
members located on the third floor of
Anathan House. An active and diverse
Advisory Committee, chaired by
Susanne W ean, oversees allocations,
advocacy, finances,and marketing.As Race
Chair, Karen Evans oversaw the Race
Kickoff at Sing-Sing at the Waterfront, the
Tickled Pink Luncheon,Shoot for the
Cure®,Denim Days and the Patron Event
at the High School for the Creative and
Performing Arts.The Pittsburgh Section is
proud to claim Race for the Cure® as one
of its projects in its effort to meet
community need and raise the visibility of
the work of NCJW.

MEMBERSHIP

I wrote about it in the Annual Report of
2002-3.I must repeat with great emphasis
the value of the volunteer.Through all the
work of NCJW, the volunteer is the
common theme. The volunteer connects
to every piece of the NCJW collage.From
the time Hannah G.Solomon offered to
help women adjust to life in the United
States,volunteers have been critical to the
quality of life in our country. More
important, it is a Jewish obligation,
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responsibility, to make the world a better
place.

This is not a challenge that we in the
Pittsburgh Section take lightly. As the
lifestyles of women changed over the
decades,we have been cognizant of the
time and value of each person who comes
to help.My administration was particularly
agreeable to engage women no matter
how much time they had to give and no
matter what they did with the rest of their
day and the rest of their lives.I knew that
women who worked full time and women
who stayed at home to raise their children
brought the same quality of volunteerism.

Phyllis Cohen has chaired the
Membership Department for one
remarkable year, and it is under Phyllis's

leadership that we reached out to Jewish
women in Fox Chapel and Sewickley and
continued to nurture the Young Women's
Group. Joan Etting er has a skill and
knack for engaging all these women.With
her assistance, we were able to reach out
to scores of women to volunteer, help
others,and join NCJW. Phyllis supervised
the Opening Meeting for 2003, held at
WQED,and featuring the Working Hearts
theme with Chef Chris Fennimore and
Nutritionist Judy Dodd. She has worked
with the Young Women's Group on Monte
Carlo and has chaired the 2004 Annual
Meeting. The NCJW Membership
Directory which recently was sent to
every member is a beautiful example of
hard work and Phyllis' creative design and
initiative.I found working on this directory
with her gratifying.We are always looking

to grow membership and engage those
members meaningfully. Much is left to be
done but the team is put into place to
continue.

This Annual Report has given you an
overview of the 2003-2004 Program Year
by chronicling the achievements and
challenges from the beginning of my
Presidency in 2002 to the closing chapter
on April 29,2004.It has been a gratifying
and humbling experience to have been
part of some of the largest and most
important transitions this Section of the
National Council of Jewish Women will
encounter in its history. The leadership
and volunteers of Pittsburgh Section can
be proud of where we are and even
prouder that we have all the resources in
place to achieve more and go further.

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To date we have raised over $500,000 and
spent slightly less for the first two phases
of the renovations.The second floor
NCJW offices are now complete, except
for furnishings,and the members and staff
are enjoying the more efficient and more
pleasant environment.

There is now a large,bright reception area
to replace the current dim hallway on the
second floor with an adjacent area to hang
coats. We have reconfigured the space
that was formerly the “board room” and
the president’s office,combining them into
one large space which can be divided  into
two smaller meeting rooms by a movable
wall. This space also includes a small
“kitchenette” or serving area which
contains a sink, small refrigerator,
microwave, coffee pot and some storage
for serving supplies.We no longer must
use the restroom for filling the coffee pot
with water or washing it.A major
improvement!

Another part of the second floor now
contains the Director of Volunteers’ office

and the President’s office. The Executive
Director’s office is in the same location.

The workspace for the staff has also been
changed to provide a more efficient layout.
Walls were removed, added and moved,
and and the end result includes a new
storage or supply room, and a “work
room” with direct access from the office.
Cheryl and Lisa no longer must go out
into the hall and then into the “work
room” in order to utilize the fax,copier or
other frequently used equipment.

The capital campaign among our members
that was begun in the fall of 2003 has
provided $56,500 from 128 donors with
an additional $59,000 in pledges.We are
only halfway to the goal of $1 million and

are continuing to seek support from our
members and the community in general.
The planning for the next phase will not
begin until we have commitments for the
fund to cover the cost.We also plan to
create an endowment of $250,000
specifically to maintain this important and
wonderful community asset.
